Your digital LED Poster can be installed behind a window.

Adjust distance from the glass according to your local regulation but we recommend to install at a minimum of ?5Smm (3") from a windows
Install an electrical line 110V@ 15A with pending NEMA 5-15R.

Optional: Install a RJ45 network line to connect on the top of the LED Poster

Mark each hole with the pencil.

From under the bracket, unscrew the front panel and remove it.

Fasten the 2 ceiling brackets to the poster bracket.

Adjust the height of the LED Poster according to the customer view and control the balance.
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Press on the little ring on top of the bolt and pull the cable at the same time to reduce the cable
length. The cable will be lock when the ring is released.

Pull or release slowly

Cut the extra cable.

Optional but recommended: Keep 25cm (10") for futur LED Poster height adjustments.

V Connect the poster’s electrical wires to the power supply.

Install the power supply

Stretch the electrical cables properly and tie wrap the excess of cable inside the bracket.
Unwrap and remove the display protection.




Finalization
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Screw back the front panel.

Measure the final length of space between the bracket and the top of the LED Poster.
